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In Your Computer Corner  

 
This year St. Thomas supports learning within the Evergreen 

user agreement by providing access to the STA WIFI net-

work for students.   

 

How do you use the network with your device? 

 

First make sure your user agreement is signed and handed in 

to the school office.  This document was signed by all stu-

dents entering grade 9 but students in Grades 10, 11 and 12 

have to renew their agreement by signing and handing it in 

to their homeroom teacher.   

 

The Wifi can be accessed by students during school days 

until about 5 pm. You will need the login name and pass-

word you use on the PCõs in the school to log in.  Addition-

ally, the device you use must have a web browser.  

 

Laptop users (both PC and Apple) should look for the net-

work and then log in through a popup or through your web 

browser.  To stay logged in adjust the setting that maintains 

your wireless connection, should your machine go to sleep. 

This uses more power but you should be able to stay con-

nected for 3 hours without logging in again.  

 

We have seen a variety of personal communication devices 

in the school including: Android devices like the Galaxy tab 

and the Asus eee Pad Transformer, iPods, iPads and HP 

pads.  On the Android devices there are settings for you to 

keep your network connection similar to laptops.  For Apple 

devices you can set your screen lock to ôneverõ to help keep 

your connection for up to 3 hours.  

 

If you have problem logging in, see Mr. Murdoch. He can let 

you know if there is a network issue and call our support.
